Friday 9th December 2016

Great news is that thanks to Surrey branch member Stephen Reisbach, we have a positive record
of Brown Hairstreak in Middlesex. A small number of eggs of this nationally rare, and unrecorded
for almost 20 years in our area, species have been located in the Middlesex part of Richmond
borough. There have been records of it spreading northwards through South West London and it
looks as if one brave female has crossed the Thames to the north side. If you are in Richmond, the
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southern part of Hounslow or Spelthorne please take a look at local Blackthorns (sloes) and see if
you can find the bright white pin head sized eggs laid near twig or thorn junctions. Any records
please let us know. There is a moth the Blue Bordered carpet that lays white oval eggs on
Blackthorn and is a confusion species but if in any doubt please let us know The local council
ecologist is aware of this finding and we are assured that maintenance will not be done that could
damage the blackthorn and the eggs.

This year seems to have been quite good for Red Admirals, at least in the St
Albans/Harpenden area, perhaps due to a substantial migration - certainly the best for the last 4-5
years in my experience - whereas Peacock humbers seem to have taken a huge hit - David Hunt

Had three Red Admirals in my Harpenden garden on Sunday warming up on wooden fence panels.
Apart from that just one small white. Robin Pearson

Nomansland Common near Sandridge - heavy showers and a stiff breeze provided an unpromising
start to the final Herts and Middx Butterfly Walk of the season. Nonetheless, 8 people showed up
in the hope of seeing the target species, Small Copper. Our first butterfly sighting was a large dark
butterfly hurtling south at a rapid speed, which we agreed was probably an emigrating Red
Admiral, a sure sign that summer has come to an end. When we reached the heather area
favoured by Small Copper the heavens opened and we spent 20 minutes sheltering under a tree.
But much of the heather was still flowering, which is the Small Coppers favoured nectar source.
There was also much sheeps sorrel, the larval food plant which is used by the Small Copper at this
site. When the sun came out we were rewarded by the site of a Small Copper sunbathing. Over the
next hour we saw a total of 37 Small Coppers, mostly nectaring on heather or sunbathing. One
female appeared to be looking for egg laying sites on the Sheeps Sorrell, but we did not see an
egg laid. We also witnessed an attempted courtship, which unfortunately resulted in a rejection.
Although this butterfly is often considered to be a bit of a loner, there were several times we
encountered 3 or4 close together on a favoured patch of heather. To add to the days tally we saw
a second fast flying Red Admiral, one Small White and one Large White - Malcolm Hull

Spent an hour at Merrryhill Fields, Bushey this afternoon as was very pleased to see 1 x small
copper, also 1 x speckled wood - David Gower



Saturday 24th September 2016

Bricket Wood Common - a new flush of Commas feeding on blackberries at the start of my last
transect walk of the year. Speckled Woods still hanging on, with an elderly couple sunbathing on
golden privet, the only plant apart from grass which consistently attracts the attention of this
butterfly species. Five Red Admirals, with two nectaring on Ivy, a courting couple in a nettle patch
and one perched high up in ash. Folly Lane St Albans - two other species making the most of the
late warm weather at this site. Small White (20) and Large White(11), have both produced new
broods, much to the dismay of my fellow allotment holders - Malcolm Hull

I first saw it last Wednesday (3rd) but
didn't have my camera. I went every day until Sunday and it always put in an appearance, even in
dull conditions, especially in the morning up to around 11am, usually for quite a short time. I am
99.9% certain it was the same individual every time. By Sunday it was fading and had some minor
damage. There were up to 9 "normal" SWFs at once on the Buddleia which has an unusual
woodland location. There were 12 other species on it over that period. - Richard Harrington

I was joined by Carol Walter at Norton Green at 0945 hours to check on the butterflies at the site.
We encountered at least 18 species: 3+ Small Skipper (very worn), 2 Large Skipper, 2 Brimstone,
about 10 Large White, 40+ Small White, 30+ Purple Hairstreak of which around 20 were flitting
around half way down a large oak on the southern tip of Watery Grove, 8 Small Copper (all very
fresh), 2 Brown Argus, 10+ Common Blue, 1 Holly Blue, 1 female Silver-washed Fritillary on
buddleia outside Pigeonswick Cottage, 1 Red Admiral, 2 Comma, 2 Peacock, 1 Speckled Wood,
40+ Gatekeeper, 50+ Meadow Brown and 1 Ringlet.

My first survey of Willow Tree Open Space and Pond Nature Reserve, Yeading, Middlesex; a lovely
area of mown paths through rough grassland and small areas of woodland and a pond area
adjacent to Grand Union Canal and Willow Tree Marina (TQ1281). Around the pond nature reserve
saw 2 Holly Blue, 3+ Gatekeepers, 1 Meadow Brown, 2 Speckled Wood, 5+ Green-Veined White
and 2+ Small White, whilst in the Open Space area saw a Small Copper, a Speckled Wood, equal
numbers of Gatekeepers and Meadow Browns (at least 7 of each), 6+ Small White and 2+ Green-
Veined Whites. Later on did managed to see just a couple of Common Blues, one on each transect
at Cranford and Lake Farm, London Borough of Hillingdon - Paul Busby

A sunny morning stroll on Nomansland Common resulted in the following: Meadow Brown (many
and by far the most numerous butterfly); 2 Speckled Wood; 2 Gatekeeper; 8 Green-veined White;
1 Large White; 3 Common Blue (all males); 1 Brown Argus; 2 Comma; 1 Painted lady (very fresh)
and about a dozen Purple Hairstreak cavorting around the oaks. Also, plenty of Silver Y moths.
Resisting the distant call of a cold beer, I then went on to Heartwood Forest to see if there were
any White-letter Hairstreak around the regenerating elm along the southeast boundary of Well
Wood. No luck. Other butterflies seen included many Gatekeeper, a couple of Meadow Brown (the
reverse of the situation on Nomansland); 2 Comma, 5 Green-veined White; 1 Large White; 2
Speckled Wood (in Pudler's Wood); 1 very tatty Ringlet; and 3 Holly Blue. Approaching the small
pond at the southern tip of Well Wood I became aware of a substantial shadow flapping and gliding
its way across the path. Looking up, I saw the owner - a Purple Emperor! It settled in the nearby
Hornbeam tree, about 5m up, and sunned itself for a while before leaving and drifting about the
adjacent oaks. I lost sight of it for a while but it then reappeared with, to my surprise, another
Purple Emperor. They swooped languidly around each other a couple of times and then settled at
separate locations in the foliage at the top of the tallest of the three adjacent oaks by the pond.
After a couple more minutes, and not being equipped, like all good PE enthusiasts with folding
chair, flask and bobble hat, I left for that cold beer I mentioned earlier. One happy bunny! David

At High Cross, the number of
butterflies seen was dreadful, in part due to dreadful barren field margins, however in section 10,
the farmer changes, the margins are full of weeds and flowers, and 4 Common Blue and a single
Small Copper were seen. However, the highlight was as I had just crossed the bridge over the
A10, where there is a wall of sallow by the embankment, a female Purple Emperor was seen! I
stopped and watched for some time but it didn't reappear and needless to say the survey took a
lot longer to complete. As a result it became cloudier and by the time I got to Northaw it was
almost 100% cloudy and despite watching the assembly area for about 40 minutes, I gave up and
came home - Liz Goodyear

My transect walk (hazy sun, but breezy) on Harpenden Common produced a disappointingly
meagre haul: 2 Gatekeeper, 1 Speckled Wood, 1 Meadow Brown, 1 Common Blue (male). Nice to
see the Speckled Wood as the species has been few and far between on the Common this year

Hounslow Heath/River Crane/Marshalling Yards/Pevensey. Out early this morning grabbing as
much sun as possible in a walk completed before midday.Cloud and breeze still led to reduced
numbers: Meadow Brown: 21 Gatekeeper: 22 Speckled Wood: 12 Red Admiral: 3 Common Blue: 1
Small Copper: 2 Green-Veined White: 5 Large White: 1 Painted Lady: 1 Small White: 4 Peacock: 2
The two Small Coppers, seen separately,were a welcome sight as numbers have been so low all
year.

Time spent at Foxholes recently have been fruitless but Friday, on the way back from Foxholes at
1.45, I stopped to look up at the treetops close to Hitch Wood. Immediately I saw 2 silhouettes
circling and then flying eastward and upward before losing them. This happened about 5 times
before 2.00 with other single sightings in between. One appeared slightly larger than the other but

Sharpenhoe Clappers - I joined Dave Chandlers Butterfly walk just over the border in Bedfordshire,
run jointly for the Beds and Herts & Middx BC branches. It's a brilliant site, managed by the
National Trust, with advice from Natural England. Chalkhill Blues were the most numerous species,
I counted 500, though Dave had a count of 800 on his transect last week. Brimstones were also
out in force and were jossling with the Chalkhills for the best nectaring sites on the Marjoram.
Other butterflies were in much lower numbers with Common Blue, Dark green Fritillary, Painted
Lady, Red Admiral, Comma, Brown Argus and Small Heath all spotted. On my way home I stopped
at a couple of Herts sites. The abandoned nature reserve at Telegraph Hill, near Lilley produced
masses of whites - Large Greenveined Small and Brimstone all humerous. Only one Dark green
Fritillary, but I was pleased that Chalkhill Blue is still hanging on here with 21 recorded. Despite
this the site is deteriorating and it is a source of concern that one of the very few Chalkhill Blue
sites in our two counties could be lost. Much better news at Hexton Chalkpit near Hexton where
my Chalkhill Blue count was 250. Also 20 Brimstones, all feeding intently and a single Dark green
Fritillary. Several Silver Y and Shaded Broad Bar moths were also seen here. Now just finishing a
brilliant day in my garden in St Albans with a record for the Big Butterfly Count -Painted Lady, Red
Admiral, Small Tortoiseshell and Large White all on my Buddleia, with Holly Blue on the Hemp
Agrimony and Small White fluttering round the cabbage - Malcolm Hull

north along the hedge/tree line. 45 mins later, seen around elms surrounding large patch of
brambles, fairly near the oak tree (where the WLH's can be found). Landed a couple of times, then
south toward the oak tree and GONE - Darin and Charlie Stanley

Having seen the report of the field trip to Norton Green last Thursday, I took a walk there myself
this morning. I was fortunate to have 2 very clear sightings of a male Purple Emperor. On the first
occasion, it settled on the track in front of me, but too fleetingly to enable a photograph (I have
one of track it had just left !). I stayed there, and it came back again 10 minutes later, but this
time did not land, instead 'patrolling' the track, before disappearing over a gate an into the
meadow beyond. All of this was within a few yards of Pigeonswick Cottage, which is shown on the
0OS maps. I was coming from Norton Green, and the section of track was just as you come out of
the trees, before getting to the cottage. The first sighting was just before 11.30. There was no
point in hanging around longer, as the track is very popular with joggers and walkers at lunchtime.

After work I headed to Merryhill Fields, Bushey. For the first time in Bushey have seen purple
hairstreaks although seen them reported before here. At 6.10 three quarters up in medium sized
oak tree I noticed 3 at once. Returned at 7.30 and had 2 individual sightings. Other findings were
128 x meadow brown, 67 x gatekeeper, 40 x ringlet, 16 x marbled white, 3 x small white, 3 x
large skipper, 3 x small skipper, 4 x essex skipper, 1 x comma, 1 x yellow shell, 18 x shaded
broad bar.

Finally at
Ten Acre Wood and Meadows saw a Small Tortoiseshell, Meadow Brown (3+), Green- Veined White
(1+), Large White (1) and another Speckled Wood - Paul Busby

Hounslow Heath/River Crane/Marshalling Yards/Pevensey. A morning walk, still with some cloud
but no breeze whatsoever. By the time I was coming back there seemed to be a lot more
butterflies around : Red Admiral: 8 Meadow Brown: 25 Small Skipper: 34 Small White: 10
Gatekeeper: 29 Purple Hairstreak: 2 Speckled Wood: 5 Comma: 8 Ringlet: 21 Large Skipper: 2

I examined the area she had been and found small violet plants
growing beneath the grass. Interestingly there were no trees suitable for egg laying within 10
meters of the violets. Male Silver-washed were behaving oddly, they had all abandoned their usual
perches along the ride and dispersed round the wood, mooching around in small clearings. Two
males had found the golden privet in Keepers Cottage clearing and were taking turns to nectar on
it and then jousting with each other. They both joined in a game of intimidate me, flying at full
speed towards my eyes and then veering away at the last minute, clearly trying to get rid of me
from their secret spot. At 1.25 a Purple Emperor flew languidly round a high point in the oak in
Mutchetts Wood and glided along the top edge of the oak canopy. Moments later there were two
flying high into the sky and away to the west. One was chasing the other and they remained a few
feet apart with no signs of a clash. Three minutes later one of them returned to the high point in
the oak. Also seen, 2 White and 1 Red Admirals, a Green-veined White laying on Hedge Garlic, a
fresh flush of Holly Blues, including one taking salts from mud where a puddle had evaporated.
Also saw 5 Purple Hairstreak, 1 Small Tortoiseshell and 2 Commas. Gatekeeper numbers are
slowly increasing and there are many more whites of all three species this week. Numbers of
skippers and Browns are low for this time of year, probably linked to the changes in the cattle
grazing regime which has removed much of the long grass and wildflower and the wet weather -
Malcolm Hull

Norton Green Butterfly Walk Report (14.07.16)It was quite an eventful day as it turned out at
Norton Green today in intermittent sunshine and a light breeze. Six of us arrived by 10:30 am to
start our walk down the track. Just a few Ringlets and a Comma to begin with but about three-
quarters of the way down the track we stopped near where there are tall oaks on both sides. In an
alcove on the right we saw at least 3 Purple Hairstreaks dancing around about 10 feet up one of
these oaks just before 11 am. We were also starting to see quite a few Purple Hairstreaks low
down. Did the heavy rain on Tuesday wash off the honeydew on the oak leaves and hence force
the insects to come down? We headed towards Pigeonswick Cottage and crossing Burleigh Meadow
on the way. It was clouding over now at around 11:30 am so we didn't see too many butterflies
flying around as we entered the meadow but many Skippers and Marbled Whites were about just
sitting on a grass stem or flower head affording good photo opportunities. Returning towards
Norton Green Common in the open area I had noticed that my generous offerings of shrimp paste
and tuna were apparently ignored by any Purple Emperors. As we entered the meadow at just
after noon the sun reappeared. Someone spotted a Silver-washed Fritillary glide over the western
side so perhaps things were starting to look up. At 12:15 pm, Helen Lumley saw something dark
and big flying towards a tall silver birch tree on the south-western edge of Watery Grove about 20
metres in from the track. And there he was, a beautiful male Purple Emperor, about 15 feet up the
birch and stayed there for at least 45 minutes opening and closing its wings. Magnificent views
were obtained of this very fresh specimen, possibly emerging from a nearby sallow earlier today.
We ventured into the field south of Watery Grove at about 12:30 pm and aside from many
Skippers, Marbled Whites, some Ringlets and Meadow Browns we saw a magnificent male Silver-
washed Fritillary, again freshly emerged, on a clump of brambles on the eastern edge of Newton
Wood. We returned to the common half an hour later to check on the Purple Emperor, and he was
still there - slightly further up, in all his glory. Species counts: Small Skipper 30+, Large Skipper 2,
Large White 1, Small White 10+, Green-veined White 1+, Purple Hairstreaks 10+, Silver-washed
Fritillary 3+, Purple Emperor 1, Comma 5+, Marbled White 20+, Gatekeeper 3+, Meadow Brown
30+, Ringlet 50+ - Peter Clarke and Bob Clift

Walked my Wider Countryside Butterfly Survey today near High Cross just before the cloud cover
took over. Quite a good count of butterflies, but what amazing contrasts between different
habitats. Amongst nothing as usual in the built up section (sections 1 and 2). Then again almost
nothing where the farmer, cuts all his wide margins back to the ditch so there is no nectar or habit
(sections 3-8). The amazing banks of the A10 where I have to detour round so can't be included
and the second farmer, who looks after his land for wildlife and butterfly numbers just rocket
despite now nearly 100% cloud cover (section 9 and 10) - Liz Goodyear

Hounslow Heath/River Crane/Marshalling Yards/Pevensey. Rained off in the morning so had to
make the best of afternoon sun with cloud and breeze. Fewer sightings as might be expected but
pleasing all the same. A Gatekeeper appropriately just inside my front gate surprised me so early
in its species' emergence; I normally expect them here several weeks later. Better still was the
first Clouded Yellow I've seen since 2014. This was conspicuous in the small flowery meadow
just before the Cavalry Tunnel. I discovered last year that this meadow exists, whilst the rest of
the flooding-susceptible riverbank is scrub or shallow woodland, because the bridge requires
regular maintenance and the piling companies etc need to get elaborate equipment close to site.
When they're away they leave an ideal location for butterflies,all 6 local White species including

Saturday 9th July 2016

Bricket Wood Common, St Albans - Mostly cloudy conditions for today's HMBC Butterfly walk. 36
people attended, but the butterflies were slow to appear. Ringlets dominated the early stages of
the walk along the ride, later joined by Meadow Browns, Large and Green-veined Whites. Cattle
were grazing in the clearing, where we also saw Large Skipper and Marbled White. A female
Brimstone was seen egg laying on an Alder Buckthorn and we all saw the small white egg -
unusual as they do not usually lay at this time of year. We captured a couple of moths, one of
which was identified as a Dun-bar. Over lunch several of us moved on to Mutchetts Wood, where
we were rewarded with multiple sightings of Purple Emperor, probably two distinct individuals,
although they were 100 yards apart and did not clash during the 75 minutes we watched them.
One individual was seen at least 15 times in as many minutes, gliding across and around the
canopy gap and circling a high point in the oak. A White Admiral flew past while we were watching



the tree tops and Purple Hairstreak was also recorded there - Malcolm Hull

A morning walk,outward in bright
sunshine (but plenty of shade as the sun rises),return journey from the river onwards mostly
cloud.A good first sighting of Purple Hairstreak.I'd been looking up at several likely Oaks through
binoculars but saw nothing until I put them aside and noticed an anonymous little butterfly flying
above the Brambles beneath the trees.Thankfully it settled on a leaf,predictably in the middle of
the Bramble patch, but even from several feet away I was able to see a conspicuous eye-spot on
its hind-wing,thus giving me a positive identification and no bramble scratches! Despite further
checking tree-tops in the sun I saw no more signs of Purple Hairstreak so I suspect we're only just
starting here. Right at the end of my walk I was mildly surprised to see a Holly Blue. Here are the
full details: Comma: 12 Small White: 4 Small Heath: 6 Large Skipper: 4 Small Skipper: 33 Large
White: 3 Purple Hairstreak: 1 Ringlet: 59 Green-Veined White: 3 Tortoiseshell: 2 Meadow Brown:
14 Speckled Wood: 3 Marbled White: 1 Red Admiral: 1 Holly Blue: 1. (15 species today,17 in July
so far.)
